Art Exhibition

A fascinating exhibition of children’s art, a delightful feature of
the 2004 OMEP Congress, will be held from Thursday 22 to
Saturday 24 July 2004 in the Private Dining Room.

The ages of the children whose work is to be exhibited range
from 2 years to 8 years.

Packs of
postcards featuring artwork from the exhibition will also be
available to purchase. These will be made available from the
OMEP Australia booth (20) and the Art Exhibition in the Private
Dining Room.
